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Individual Episode Descriptions:
Episode 1: Pacifica - Season 5 of BOE kicks off with a surge of sound and energy as Pacífica (Argentina) takes center stage. Delivering a high-voltage fusion of punk, electropop, and synth-pop, this boundary-pushing trio ignites the stage with bold originality and raw emotion. Their electrifying sound, already lighting up Latin America and beyond, turns every beat into an adrenaline rush built for the dance floor. Filmed live at Albuquerque’s historic KiMo Theatre, this episode captures Pacífica’s unstoppable energy and global edge, launching the season with a sonic explosion that proves the future of Latin music is here. 

Episode 2: La Vida Bohème - In this episode, Venezuelan alt-rock powerhouses La Vida Bohème electrify the Bands of Enchantment stage and the local roller rink with their signature fusion of post-punk, electronic, and Latin rhythms. Next, we head outside the KiMO, as Crime Lab takes over the BOE Festival Stage with a blast of genre-melting chaos, fusing punk, synth, electroclash, and pure rock energy. Episode 6: Annie DiRusso - Annie DiRusso lights up the Bands of Enchantment stage with fuzzy guitars, sharp lyricism, and raw emotional fire, delivering a sound that’s equal parts grunge grit and indie heart.
